REPORT

The Ballarat Foundation broke
new ground in 2022 in delivering
positive community impact and
projects which will define our short
and long-term vision.

In November, the foundation released
Ballarat Vital Signs, a new in-depth print
and online publication exploring more
than 100 indicators of our community’s
social wellbeing.

The online Vital Signs portal provides

free access to data which will act to
determine both community needs and the
direction of the foundation’s philanthropic
endeavours for many years to come.

2022 also saw confirmation of more than
$1 million in state government funding
for the Ballarat Community Hub, a project
which will both establish a sustainable
revenue stream but also enable smaller
not for profit organisations to collaborate
in an affordable and modern manner.

Mid-year, the stewardship of the Ballarat
Winter and Christmas Appeals passed from
radio station 3BA 102.3FM to the Ballarat
Foundation, an outcome which both ensures
the sustainability of the long-standing
appeals but also served to recognise the
progress the foundation continues to make
in forging partnerships with corporate and

community supporters which benefit those
in need in our community.

Distributions from the foundation’s
sub funds in 2022 totalled more than
$249,204 with program distributions
of $161,751 bringing total financial
distributions to a historic high of
$410,955.

The great generosity of the Ballarat
community saw $657,458 gifted through
fundraising and Sub fund donation
activities — the largest calendar year
contribution since the establishment of
the Ballarat Community Fund in 1983.
Without our donors, we cannot sustain our
long-term positive impact.

This allowed the foundation to deliver the
inaugural $50,000 Ballarat Innovation
Grant, which was provided to Raven
Collective, a small social enterprise
responding to the needs of women subject
to family violence.

The financial transactions however do not
tell the full story of the foundation’s work.
The hundreds of program participants
across the foundation’s own TAC L2P
Learner Driver Program, Volunteering
Ballarat, Dolly Parton’s Imagination
Library, the Youth Leadership Collective
and the more than 20 community projects
funded by the foundation ensures that
our work in responding to community
needs, seeps deep into the fabric of our
community.

Our major events, Dancing with our Stars
and Run for a Cause, which returned in
2022 after two years of “virtual” running,



remain crucial to connecting our work with
activities which promote community engagement
and prosperity.

Like so many in our community and indeed

the world, the foundation faces the ongoing
challenge of supporting the community and our
operations beyond the COVID-19 pandemic and
the ongoing economic fallout.

Our amazing operational team and board of
directors whose commitment, passion and skill
serves to further our vision, mission and values
continues to work each day in support of the
community. Our heartfelt thanks to each of you.

Last but most importantly, thank you to each
individual and organisation who donates or is

a supporter of the Ballarat Foundation and the
work we do — these relationships are even more
vital during challenging times.

We look forward to continuing all of these great
relationships into the future as we connect people,
promote philanthropy in fresh and innovative
ways and most importantly help build a community
that is just, equitable and free of poverty.

Thanks to our generous
community, partners, volunteers
and the team at the Ballarat
Foundation, 2022 has been a
successful year allowing us to
meet and exceed our vision and
impact on Ballarat.

For the 2022 financial year, the Ballarat
Foundation continued to make a positive
and lasting difference to the people in the
Ballarat region. As we strive to continue
and increase the impact, it is vital that
we focus on maintaining and growing the
corpus — through donations, bequests and
well managed investments.

The corpus is at the heart of the Ballarat
Foundation and facilitates generous
distributions each year. The majority of
corpus funds are held for perpetuity and
therefore the growth in corpus provides
for long-term, meaningful impact for the
Ballarat region.

The corpus continued to strengthen in
2022 with income totalling $564,847.
Program income for the year totalled
$1,153,204. The surplus for the Ballarat
Foundation in 2022 is $230,476 exceeding
budget expectations due to the continued
growth of the Ballarat Foundation and
critical management of expenses.

There was a significant increase in grant
distributions from previous years as a total
of $336,595 was provided to recipients
in 2022 in addition to the distribution

of books and back to school vouchers
totalling $74,360.

At 2022 year-end $3,919,628 of assets
is held in the Ballarat Foundation corpus
(including property, cash and receivables).
After a volatile period for investments,

the year ended on a positive note with
investment values on the increase once
again, thanks to the stringent management
of corpus funds by JBWere and the
management team.

The programs of the foundation including
TAC L2P program and Volunteering Ballarat,
along with events including Dancing

with our Stars and Run for a Cause have
continued to contribute to the success of
the Ballarat Foundation in 2022.

VITAL SIGNS

By identifying the vital measures of equity, social
prosperity and community development we can
establish a vision for a fairer, more sustainable
and flourishing community. Vital Signs is a
community health check using data.

By understanding our community, we can develop
actions through collaboration and connection

to enable that vision. The previous Vital Signs
report was conducted by the Ballarat Foundation
in 2011. In the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic
and the release of new data from the 2021 Census,
the Ballarat Foundation is taking a community
leadership role in being a catalyst for change.

ANNUAL REPORT 2023

The key findings from the report indicate that
Ballarat is facing greater disparity between state
and national statistics across six key areas;
long-term health of young people, youth mental
health, family violence and cost of living which
are performing worse than our state and national
counterparts. Conversely, Ballarat is fairing well
when it comes to youth alleged offending rates
and unemployment figures.

Having these insights enables us to identify key
actions to make positive community change.

Regina’s Story

Regina* came to Raven Collective at the end
of 2022 to participate in the work ready
program. She has a background of violence
within her own home from another family
member. Living a life where she was
subjected to violence made her feel unsafe
and vulnerable. Her life was constantly
unpredictable, confusing, and scary.

The effects of the trauma that she
experienced meant that Regina needed to
take a break from the workforce. For several
months, Regina was fortunate to participate
in Raven Collective’s ready to work program.
She completed tasks such as packing gift
boxes for orders, unpacking stock, ordering
stock, delivering boxes and administration.

This work experience helped her
regain confidence in the workplace
and she was able to update work
skills that she already had.

Regina struggled with her self-worth, and
she questioned her work skills and ability.
Being out of the workforce for several
months compounded these feelings of
self-doubt and she was unsure of where to
start looking for work.

On completion of the program, Regina
gained ongoing employment. Employment
in family violence cases is so important
because it means the woman can become
financially independent. Often women
who flee domestic or family violence

situations, become homeless because they
have no means to support themselves.
Sadly, many have no option but to return
to their abuser. Domestic and family
violence is the number one cause of
women becoming homeless in Australia.

Regina is now well on her way to a happier,
secure life thanks to the Raven Collective
ready to work program.

Raven Collective was the recipient of the
Ballarat Foundation’s inaugural $50,000
Ballarat Innovation Grant in 2022.

Toby’s Story

Toby is a 15-year-old who has attended
the Salvation Army’s LARF (Life skills,
Activities, Relationships, Friendship and
Fun) program for a number of years.

He is the primary adult at home despite his
age, caring for both his mother and younger
brother. Toby is responsible for getting
himself and his brother to school, cooking
meals, cleaning and grocery shopping.

He also cares for his mother and assists
her with her medical needs.
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Since joining the LARF program, Toby
has had the opportunity to enjoy a
childhood by not having to be the
responsible adult.

He initiates in games of imaginary play, tag and
hide and seek, and enjoys fun and games like any
other child would. Over time, this has had a positive
impact on his social network, self-confidence

and development. He has improved in his school
performance and has a clear career pathway that
has been set in motion.

When Toby graduates from the LARF program,

he will continue his education through to Year
12 and he has been employed part time for more
than three years. The LARF program provided
Toby with space, support, freedom to grow and
community connection to pursue his passions
and succeed in adulthood.

The LARF program was a recipient of a Ballarat
Foundation Community Impact Grant in 2022.

Charlie’s Story

Charlie is a Grade 5 student at Phoenix Primary
School who attends the breakfast club most
mornings. Often Charlie has messy hair and a

dirty uniform, and she comes to school on many
occasions without lunch. This is a common sign
of a disadvantaged home life, one where she may
not always feel secure.

Charlie often arrives at the breakfast club as
volunteers are setting up. She always waits
patiently for breakfast and enjoys chatting to
them as they go about the morning routine. She
then receives breakfast, most days a cheese
toastie, and will continue to talk to the volunteers
or to other students who arrive. The older high
school students will always say hi making Charlie
feel welcomed and special.

Charlie feels like she belongs at the
breakfast club.

For students like Charlie, having something like
this breakfast club to attend in the mornings has
so much benefit. She receives nutritious food in a
safe environment, but she is also able to connect
with others and feel appreciated. A positive start
to the day like this can help students engage in
learning and school life more readily.

The Phoenix College breakfast program was a
recipient of a Ballarat Foundation Community
Impact Grant.

COMMUNITY IMPACT 13
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CELEBRATING
THOSE GIVING
TIME

As the community reconnected
post-COVID19, so did the
volunteer organisations offering
a range of volunteer positions
which were steadily taken up.

To assist the Volunteer Involving
Organisations (VIOs) and to acknowledge
National Volunteer Week, the Ballarat
Foundation held a Volunteer Expo at
Barkly Square in May.

More than 25 local organisations were
represented with a steady flow of visitors
throughout the day including community
members and local school groups.
Feedback from organisations was positive
with many reporting that they had volunteers
sign up on the day. Continuing with our
National Volunteer Week celebrations

we hosted a morning tea at Ballarat &
District Aboriginal Cooperative (BADAC)
for volunteers to recognise the vital work
that they do. This was attended by local
MPs, councillors and volunteers and
representatives from local VIOs.

2022 also saw the establishment of three
focus groups to encourage volunteerism
by people with a disability, new migrants
and First Nations communities and identify
the barriers these groups have when

engaging in volunteering. Each group has
more than 15 members from a variety of
backgrounds and industries who used this
platform to share information and best
practice ideas. 2023 will see each group
undertake a major project to alleviate
some of these barriers.

The Volunteer Coordinators Network, chaired
by Ballarat Foundation, has continued to
grow, and now has over 50 members from
diverse backgrounds such as volunteering,
health, disability, emergency services, aged
care, education, and local government.
The purpose of this group is to actively
promote volunteering across the region
through events, training and sharing
information and industry updates.




BALLARAT READS

Research clearly shows that reading to children is
a key way to develop literacy skills. The program
enables this by building a home library.

The Ballarat Reads program delivers Dolly
Parton’s Imagination Library books to children
each month from birth to byrs of age.

In 2022, a total of 3648 books were posted to
411 children participating in the program in the
Ballarat area including 75 children who received
their graduation book on turning 5 years of age.

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A HUB OF
ACTIVITY

The Ballarat Community Hub is a visionary
long-term project designed to drive positive
community impact.

In April 2022, the state government
announced it would provide more than
$1 million in funding to support the
redevelopment of the Ballarat Foundation
premises in the heart of Lydiard St to
enable the vision to become a reality.

The Ballarat Community Hub will provide
small not-for-profit organisations the
opportunity to collaborate in a modern
and cost-effective environment in the
heart of Ballarat while providing a
sustainable revenue model for growth

of the Ballarat Foundation’s community
grants program and program delivery.

Construction is expected to begin in the
second half of 2023.

L2P PROGRAM

Jaylem is an enthusiastic, young man who
joined the L2P program in 2021 coming
from a single-parent household and had
no other community connections outside
of his mother.

Jaylem’s mother was finding it tough being
a nervous driver herself and was unable to
supervise her son’s driving. Both mother
and son find it more beneficial to get
external help to learn necessary driving
skills. When Jaylem commenced in the
program he couldn’t make eye contact,
didn’t know what to study or what he wanted
to do for work. He was enrolled in a course
with Fed Uni but had not much idea of the
schedule or where the study would take him.

Soon after he was matched with an
experienced volunteer mentor Lorraine,
Jaylem started to open up a lot more during
his drives. ‘We got to talk about a lot of stuff,
Jaylem says for example: online games,
horses,coding, road rules, spotting bad
behaviour on the roads. It's pretty varied
and fun to get in the car with my mentor,
Lorraine.’

As a road safety advocate, Lorraine always
reinforced the safe driving principles to
Jaylem. Jaylem even spotted a wrong speed
sign at the junction of Drummond and Mair
street near the hospital zone where one side
of the speed sign said 40kph and the
other side said 50 kph. Jaylem managed
to take a photo of the inaccurate speed
sign and with the help of Lorraine raised



it to the City of Ballarat. He was so pleased to
receive a response from the council to thank him
for raising this and they fixed the speed signs
immediately. Jaylem was so proud of his action,
and he commented that he feels like “a responsible
community member.”

Both Lorraine and Jaylem were over the moon
when he gained his probationary licence in
December 2022. Recently, Jaylem sent the L2P
program a beautiful note saying, “If | didn’t come
to the program, | wouldn’t be working in the job
right now as | needed my Ps to drive a car for work.”
Lorraine and Jaylem formed a great association
during the 120 hours of driving practice, and this
really helped Jaylem become a safe, independent
driver and a confident young man.
